She sold to Buchholz Durocs for $750. The Top-selling Duroc Gilt was exhibited by Wesley Murphy, New Paris, Ohio. His HP2 Capitol 169-4 daughter sold for $1,700 to Dick and Zack Howell of Maroa, Ill. The set of 41 Duroc gilts brought $19,500 for a $476 average.

Sired by SLI2 Proven Guilty 16-6, he sold to Swine Genetics International, Cambridge, Iowa, for $17,000. The 28 Yorkshire boars, sold by Dan Baker, West Lafayette, Ind., sold for $123,750, averaging $4,420.

CFBD3 Undisputed 2-2, owned by Hi Point Swine Genetics, captured the Yorkshire Premier Sire award. Triple B Sires took home the Yorkshire Reserve Premier Sire award for their boar BG3 N Credible 10-7.
This impressive set of purebred genetics brought in a total of $419,050. The Summer Type Conference was sponsored by the National Swine Registry, West Lafayette, Ind., and was held at the Kentucky Fair and Exposition Center, July 6-10. It coincided with the National Junior Summer Spectacular, which was also a record-breaking event with more than 650 exhibitors.
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
