The barrow show will include purebred barrows born on or after Nov. 1, 2004, and weighing between 220-280 pounds and crossbred barrows weighing between 220-280 pounds.  

The gilt shows will also offer outstanding premiums and awards. The purebred breeding gilt show is for gilts born on or after Nov. 1, 2004. The crossbred market gilts will show by weight. 
Gilts and barrows may begin to arrive at 6 p.m. on Tue., June 7. Check-in and registration will take place from 8 a.m. – 11 a.m. on Wednesday. All pigs must be in place by 10 a.m. Wednesday. Barrows will be shown by declared weight and scales will be available from 9:30 – 11 a.m. The barrow show will begin at 1:30 p.m. with the crossbreds, followed by the purebreds at 4 p.m.
In addition, youth can compete in a showmanship contest on Thur., June 9, at 8 a.m. The purebred gilt show will begin at 1 p.m., and the crossbred market gilt show will take place following the purebred gilt show. 
On Friday, the event will conclude with a swine judging contest at 10 a.m. Registration for this contest will be held at 8 a.m. Friday. This event is open to all NJSA, Team Purebred and NSPA youth. Pre-registration is not required.
