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NJSA CO-HOSTS NEW 8-BREED JUNIOR EVENT 
AT WORLD PORK EXPO

This event will include a purebred gilt show for gilts born on or after Nov. 1, 2003, and a purebred barrow show for barrows born on or after Nov. 1, 2003, and weighing 220-280 pounds. 
The champion barrow overall in the NJSA show will receive $5,000. The reserve champion barrow overall will receive $2,500. Breed champions in both the gilt and barrow show will be awarded $500, and the reserve breed champions will receive $250.

Gilts and barrows may begin to arrive at 6 p.m. on Tue., June 8. Check-in and registration will take place from 8 a.m.-noon on Wednesday. All pigs must be in place by noon Wednesday. The barrows will weigh in from 9 a.m.-noon Wednesday. The barrow show will begin at 4 p.m. 

In addition, youth can compete in a showmanship contest on Thursday at 8 a.m. The gilt show will follow at 1 p.m. On Friday, the event will conclude with a swine judging contest at 10 a.m. Registration for this contest will be held at 8 a.m. Friday.
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
