In addition to the gilt show, educational contests will be held for all members of the National Junior Swine Association (NJSA). Members will have the opportunity to compete for top honors, both in and out of the show ring. Contestants can participate in a Photography Contest, a State Display Contest, a Speech Contest and an Extemporaneous Speaking Contest, in addition to the four other contests – a Breeding Gilt Show, Showmanship Contest, Judging Contest and Skillathon. These four contests contribute points toward the Sweepstakes Contest.


Gilts may begin arriving at the Kentucky Expo Center after 8 a.m. on Tues., July 6. All gilts must be in place by 9 a.m. on Wed., July 7. Contest registration and junior gilt show check-in will take place on Tuesday from 3-8 p.m., and from 7-9 a.m. on Wednesday. All photography entries must be checked in by 9 a.m., too. 
The skillathon will take place on Wednesday from 9:30 a.m.-2 p.m., followed by showmanship at 3 p.m. All state displays must be completed by 9 p.m. Wednesday.

The showmanship finals for each age division will take place on Thursday at 8 a.m. At 10 a.m., the breeding gilt show will begin. Prior to the selection of the grand champion female overall, NJSA supporters are encouraged to bid in the NJSA Super Semen Auction. On Thursday evening, juniors, intermediates and seniors are encouraged to attend a special meeting to elect the new NJSA Board of Directors.

Participants can compete in speech contests and extemporaneous speaking contests on Friday morning. The 2004 Photography Contest Critique will take place at 10 a.m. The judging contest will begin at 1 p.m. At 6:30 p.m., all NJSA members will be treated to a pizza party during the NJSA Annual Meeting. At this meeting, awards will be presented to the winners in the photography contest, speech contests, judging contest, state display contest and skillathon. The 2003-2005 NJSA Board will also be announced. Finally, an NJSA dance will be held Friday at 9 p.m.

This exciting event will conclude on Saturday morning with a 7 a.m. breakfast and a 7:30 a.m. Inspiration Service with Ray Perryman. At 8:15 a.m., the awards will be presented to the outstanding winners of the sweepstakes contest. At 9 a.m., the NJSA will hold its annual calendar auction to raise money for the NJSA Scholarship Fund. After the calendar auction, juniors can get ready to bid on their favorite gilts and boars from the Summer Type Conference show held in conjunction with the National Junior Summer Spectacular. The NJSA Foundation Female will also be sold during the Summer Type Conference Sale. Proceeds from the sale of this gilt will be contributed to the NJSA Scholarship Program.

Registered Duroc, Hampshire, Landrace and Yorkshire gilts farrowed on or after Dec. 1, 2003, are eligible for the show. All gilts must be transferred or registered in the junior member’s name, farm name or family name 60 days prior to the date of the show. Each exhibitor is limited to two gilts.
