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NJSA HOLDS ANNUAL STATE DISPLAY CONTEST
During the National Junior Summer Spectacular, held July 4-8 in Louisville, Ky., participating states had the opportunity to create displays representing themselves. 
Displays were judged according to five categories, including creativity, eye appeal, theme, educational value and neatness. Awards were given to those states whose displays were the best in each category, and one award was given to the best overall display.

This year’s Best Overall State Display was awarded to Indiana for its highly educational representation of the state and the state’s 2006 NJSS participants. The Most Creative State Display was awarded to Louisiana, while the Most Educational Display went to Michigan.
Ohio won the award for the Cleanest State Display, and rounding out the awards with the Best State Display Theme was Alabama.
The National Junior Summer Spectacular, sponsored by the National Junior Swine Association, is held each year in Louisville, Ky. Youth participants can compete in a gilt show, showmanship, skillathon, judging contest, speech contest, photography contest, poster contest and sweepstakes contest. This year more than 680 gilts were exhibited from youth representing 30 states. 
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
