Scholarship Guidelines

1. Scholarship applicants must be members of the National Junior Swine Association (NJSA). Applicants must be 18-21 years old and enrolled in or will be enrolled in an agricultural program at a recognized college/university. Ages are as of Jan. 1, 2008.

2. Applications will be scored by a committee selected by the NSR Chief Executive Officer and the NSR Director of Junior Activities.
3. A 5-member judging committee will be organized consisting of 2 Maschhoff members, 2 NSR/NJSA members & 1 nationally recognized pork liaison to be determined yearly.
4. The judging committee will meet before June 30, 2008, and will determine the winners of the essay contest. Essays will be judged on overall thought process and merit.
5. The scholarships recipients will be announced and recognized at the National Junior Summer Spectacular in July 2008. The winning essays will be published in the next available issue of the Seedstock Edge. The top 5 essays will be listed on the NSR Web site. The winners will be notified by phone no later than July 1, 2008.

6. The winners must complete the one-week internship with The Maschhoffs Inc. by the end of the 2008-2009 school year or forfeit their scholarship.

7. After the completion of the internship, the winners and their TMI mentors will submit a 500-word essay describing their experience with The Maschhoffs Inc. NJSA will publish the scholarship winner’s essay about their internship with The Maschhoffs Inc., in the next available Seedstock Edge magazine following the internship.
8. NJSA members may only win one scholarship from The Maschhoffs Inc.
