Applicants must be pursuing an advanced degree in swine genetics, swine reproduction or swine nutrition. The winner will be awarded a scholarship on the basis of swine industry experience and honors, NJSA experience and honors, collegiate activities, academics and future goals. Students may only win one scholarship. 

To be considered for the above scholarship, complete the enclosed application. Please note that the applicant must send in a recommendation letter from a college advisor who has knowledge of the applicant’s collegiate involvement and can verify graduate school acceptance or current graduate school enrollment. The completed application must be postmarked no later than May 15, 2008, and mailed to NSR, Attn: Director of Junior Activities, P.O. Box 2417, West Lafayette, IN 47996-2417.
