NJSA Scholarship Guidelines

1. Scholarship applicants must be members of the National Junior Swine Association (NJSA). One NJSA scholarship will be awarded to a student in each of the following age divisions: Intermediate (13-16), Junior (9-12), and Novice (8 & under). Two NJSA scholarships will be awarded to a student in the Senior division (17-21). All ages are as of Jan. 1, 2008.
2. Applications will be scored by a committee selected by the NSR Chief Executive Officer and the NSR Director of Junior Activities.
3. No photos are allowed in or with the applications.
4. Each selection committee member shall independently review and score each application received and select the recipient(s) based on the following criteria:

1-15: interest in the swine industry
1-15: NJSA leadership and associated affiliate leadership
1-15: youth leadership activities
5. The scores shall be compiled by NSR and winners will be announced in the Feb./March issue of SEEDSTOCK EDGE magazine. As well, results will be posted on the NSR Web site, www.nationalswine.com. and the NJSA newsletter, The Pinnacle, in the spring.

6. NJSA members can only win one scholarship in each age division of the NJSA. For example, you could not win the novice scholarship two years in a row. However, novice members could win up to four scholarships (novice, junior, intermediate, senior) during their membership in the NJSA.
