One $1,000 scholarship will be awarded each spring. One college sophomore, junior or senior as of the fall semester of 2009 enrolled in a junior or senior college judging program will be awarded a scholarship on the basis of demonstrated leadership activities, livestock judging experience, livestock industry interest and community service. Students may only win one scholarship. 

To be considered for the above scholarship, complete the enclosed application. Please note that the applicant’s college livestock judging coach must sign the application. The completed application, including the necessary signatures, must be postmarked no later than March 1, 2009, and mailed to NSR, Attn: Director of Junior Activities, P.O. Box 2417, West Lafayette, IN 47996-2417.

Applicants are required to submit one letter of recommendation from a 4-H, FFA, or person unrelated to the applicant who has knowledge of the applicant’s livestock industry involvement. In addition, submit one letter of recommendation from your college livestock judging coach. You are encouraged to enclose all of the required scholarship material in one envelope and forward to the NSR office. If material will be sent separately, it will be your responsibility to ensure the appropriate individuals have forwarded the required material. The NSR office will not contact applicants if a portion of their required material has not been received.
