NJSA Scholarships

Enclosed you will find the guidelines and application for selection of National Junior Swine Association (NJSA) Scholarships. Review the scholarship program guidelines before beginning your application.

Five NJSA Scholarships will be awarded. Ages are as of Jan. 1, 2008. In 2008, two Senior members (17-21) will receive $1,000 scholarships, one Intermediate member (13-16) will receive a $500 scholarship, one Junior member (9-12) will receive a $300 scholarship, and one novice member (8 and under) will receive a $200 scholarship. These scholarships will be awarded on the basis of demonstrated NJSA or livestock industry leadership, scholastic excellence, youth leadership activities and interest in the swine industry. Members may only win one scholarship in each age division of the NJSA. 

To be considered for the above mentioned NJSA scholarships, complete the enclosed application. Please note that a 4-H, FFA, or person unrelated to the applicant who has knowledge of the applicant’s programs, must sign the application. Your completed application, including the necessary signatures, must be postmarked no later than December 1, 2008, and mailed to NSR, Attn: Director of Junior Activities, P.O. Box 2417, West Lafayette, IN 47996-2417.

Senior applicants are required to submit two letters of recommendation from a non-related industry professional, 4-H leader, FFA adviser or school teacher. Letters should be one page in length. You are encouraged to enclose all of the required scholarship material in one envelope and forward to the NSR office. If material will be sent separately, it will be the applicant’s responsibility to ensure the appropriate individuals have forwarded the required material. The NSR office will not contact applicants if a portion of their required material has not been received.

Scholarship recipients will be announced in the Feb./March issue of SEEDSTOCK EDGE magazine. Results will also be posted on the NSR Web site, www.nationalswine.com, and in the NJSA Newsletter, The Pinnacle.
